World Elephant Day has
been created to bring the
world together to help
elephants. It is observed
annually on August 12th to
raise awareness about the
welfare and conservation of
elephants. Elephants are
among the most intelligent of
the creatures with whom we
share the planet, with
complex consciousnesses that
are capable of strong
emotions. Across Africa they
have inspired respect from the
people that share the
landscape with them, giving
them a strong cultural
significance. India is one of the
seventeen megadiverse

countries of the world.
Elephants have enjoyed a
special place in India's culture
and tradition. They were used
as a means of transport for
the royalties and to fight
battles, as has been captured
by various frescoes. Most
important, however, is the
status of the elephant as a
deity in the form of Lord
Ganesha. For over 70% of the
population, elephants hold
religious importance. It is
disappointing to learn that
today only about 27,000 wild
elephants remain in India, as
opposed to a million a decade
ago as indicated by research.
Human-elephant conflict is a
major conservation concern in
elephant range countries. A
variety of management
strategies have been
developed and are practiced
at different scales for
preventing and mitigating
human-elephant conflict.The
elephant population has been
declining for decades. This is
due to several factors, such as
habitat loss, human conflict,
and hunting.Elephants are
considered to be the most
intelligent of all animals after
humans. They are very social
creatures that live in herds led
by a 'matriarch'. The leading
female of the herd is called the
'matriarch'. They help
maintain the health of forests

by distributing seeds by
roaming over great distances.

Elephants have been a part
of human society for
thousands of years. Humans
have been both aiding and
hurting elephants for
centuries. In many stories,
humans and elephants live in
harmony as friends. Humans
have always taken advantage
of the incredible strength and
endurance of
elephants.Elephants are
necessary for the survival of
forest ecosystems, and indeed
many creatures.Asian
elephant numbers have
dropped by at least 50% over
the last three generations, and
they're still in decline today.
With only 40,000-50,000 left
in the wild, the species is
classified as endangered.An
elephant is killed every 15
minutes and now some
believe that in 12 years the
elephant population will be
extinct.Poachers kill about
20,000 elephants every single
year for their tusks, which are
then traded illegally in the
international market to
eventually end up as ivory
trinkets. This trade is mostly
driven by demand for ivory in
parts of Asia.

The poaching trade began
in earnest in 1971, when a
severe drought killed 9,000
elephants in a Kenyan game

reserve. Neighbours of the
park moved in to collect ivory.
In recent years, the number
of elephant killings due to
poaching has decreased,
largely due to the worldwide
ban (since 1990) on the trade
of ivory. However, the illegal
trade continues, and as long
as it does, poachers will be a
part of it. Today, witnessing a
herd of elephants is becoming
increasingly uncommon; as
more and more elephants die
prematurely every year.The
illegal trade in ivory is one of
the greatest threats to
elephants today.

Elephants are long-lived
animals, and their survival
depends upon regular
migration over large distances
to search for food, water, and
social and reproductive
partners .Too many elephants
are getting killed in conflicts
with humans! We simply
cannot allow them to
disappear from the face of this
earth. Without the proper
conservation of elephant
survival we will see a drastic
shift in the environment.Today
as our physical world is
changing fast, it is important
to take a moment to reflect on
and reinvent our relationship
with elephants.

It seems over the years, our society has unfortunately
become more complacent about  underage driving than before,
and more kids are growing up learning that it is 'cool' to drive
young, to drive fast, and to risk it with the law. Underage
driving has not only added to the city's chaotic traffic but is
resulting in a large number of accidents. Children, by nature,
are more reckless. They are not mature enough to understand
the consequences of their actions or mistakes. For them, driving
is all about thrill and looking cool. Children are not to be blamed
for reckless driving but it is the parents' job to teach children
how to go by the rule book. Public awareness campaigns by
traffic control authorities and others are vitally important to
make such youth realise their errors and the possibilities of
their rash driving. Children of this age are restless, impatient
and have a shorter attention span. It is observed that a few
school authorities who tried to discourage underage driving
had to face parents' ire. Speeding around seems cool to
teenagers but it can lead to havoc and that's where adults
have to step in. Children are more likely than older drivers to
speed, run red lights, make illegal turns, ride with an
intoxicated driver, and drive after using alcohol or drugs. They
have a sense that they can get away with transgressions - a
feeling of bravado whereby " I can get away with anything"
The fight against underage drinking in our country is a tough
battle, and frighteningly, alcohol is involved in about 20-25%
of fatal teenage car wrecks.

Underage driving seems to increase with each passing day
as children become smarter and more informed and parents
fail to understand the consequences.  It is observed that minors
can get a license with fake proof of age. In such cases, the
police impose a nominal fine and these dangerous drivers are
back on the road. Teenage drivers are a threat not only to
themselves but also to others. They are not sensitive to traffic
rules and don't even follow the basics of safe driving. They
either injure or kill themselves or others. The high number of
underage drivers transgressing the law by going for a joyride
can be attributed to peer pressure and a feeling of youthful
invincibility. Many lives are shattered by underage drivers going
for a joyride in the vehicles of their parents or older relatives.
Under Section 4 of the Motor Vehicles Act, minors driving a
vehicle are liable and accordingly they can be fined at least Rs
1,000. The owners, meanwhile, can be fined Rs 1,500 under
Section 5 of the same Act. In case of negligent driving by
minors, parents should be booked too.

Traffic police has been trying everything, have challenged
and even impounded their vehicles but failed to curb the
menace. The only solution left is the duty of the parents to
realise the danger associated with underage driving.
Inexperience and immaturity are the primary causes of the
increased risk of teenage driving. Untrained eyes are more
likely to underestimate hazardous situations on the road. The
National Highway Traffic Safety Administration suggests that
parents write up a contract for their teenage driver that
includes penalties for any rule that they break. Preventative
measures must be taken to bring teenage auto fatalities down.
The most important advice would be to teach responsibility by
way of example. If parents drive with caution and obey the
laws of the road - their children will also have more respect
for traffic laws and for those who travel our roads.

Beyond tariffs: President Trump's

targeting of India can harm bilateral ties
Under President Trump’s

trade policy, the US has
imposed new tariffs on more
than 90 countries, following
the expiration of the 90 days
allocated for negotiations on
trade terms on August 1. One
of the countries affected by
this is India, on which tariffs
of 25 per cent were imposed,
plus an American threat to
impose sanctions that could
take effect on August 8 due to
India’s close relations with
Russia. These developments
follow a series of recent
disputes between India and
the US, including tensions
over India’s role in Brics and
President Trump’s self-
proclaimed position as a
‘peacemaker’ in the India-
Pakistan conflict. Trump has
also threatened to impose 200
per cent tariffs on the
pharmaceutical sector — a key
industry for India.

From the economic angle,
the imposition of tariffs can
have a rationale, since the US
was in a trade deficit with
India of over $45 billion in
2024, an increase of 5.4 per
cent compared to the previous
year. President Trump also
considered the trade barriers,
mainly in the agriculture sector
in India, as unfair. The “Make
in India” regulations
contributed to the difficulty of
doing business in India.

Nonetheless, the US is
India’s leading trade partner
with a total trade volume of
approximately $132 billion,
and the countries’ leaders set
a target of $500 billion in trade

volume by 2030 with the
intention of deepening the
strategic partnership between
the countries. Additionally, the

imposition of tariffs on India
can be mitigated by the future
free trade agreement
between the countries, which

is still under negotiations.
Moreover, goods exports from
India to the US are worth only
2 per cent of the US’ total
imports. However, the
geopolitical implications of the
American move vis-à-vis India
are much more significant and
raise concerns for the future
of the strategic partnership
between the countries.
Trump, who aspired to end the
war between Russia and
Ukraine upon entering the
White House, discovered that
reality is more complex and is
now working to increase
pressure on Russia.

Thailand-Cambodia
conflict: A colonial legacy,

not a civilisational crisis
There is a sentiment and

feeling today that ‘something
is rotten’ in the world. One
indication being the frequency
of military border clashes
between countries increasing.
This signals a period where
issues could become bigger
and more dangerous.

While all eyes are locked
on the Ukraine-Russia conflict
and at Israel and Gaza along
with Iran, other conflicts and
tensions are resprouting up
across the globe includes
Indo–Pakistani tensions as
witnessed in the ongoing
Operation Sindoor and China’s
expansionism which includes
the South China Sea and the
latent tensions with Taiwan.

But what the world
witnessed recently was a
clash that took place amongst
two Buddhist neighbours
Thailand and Cambodia in a
region long viewed as
peaceful.

Each side has blamed each
other for causing the
escalation, which reportedly
began with gunfire over the
border. Thailand accused

Cambodia of firing rockets and
then carried out air strikes on
Cambodian military targets.

Nothing comes out of a
void and these conflicts have
historical roots; clashes have
taken place throughout
previous decades. Yet, this
time, and despite past
skirmishes at the border, the
evolution is less controlled.
There is now a real trend of
countries taking matters into
their own hands, as the
existing global order seems
unable to resolve issues
decisively.

If we dig into the history
of this conflict, it was born,
like so many other border
conflicts, from lines being
drawn on maps by former
colonial powers. They carved
out territories and left issues
to linger as modern states
gained their independence.

Bangladesh, given the
history of coups and regime
changes, witnessed another
dramatic turn of events on
August 5, 2024, when its
Prime Minister, Sheikh Hasina,
was made to resign and flee
the country as a sequel to
massive nationwide student
protests. Her government’s
decision to reserve 30 per cent
jobs for the children of
‘freedom fighters’ triggered
the protests, as it would have
taken the reservation quota to
56 per cent, thus further
adding to the high rate of
unemployment.

This marked an end to
Sheikh Hasina’s 15 years of
uninterrupted rule wherein she
wielded immense political
control, although her
authoritarian tendencies and
electoral manipulation drew
deep dissent. Incidentally,
Bangladesh witnessed
significant economic progress
during her tenure and was
hailed as the rising tiger of
South Asia.

Immediately after Sheikh
Hasina fled to India,
Bangladesh Army Chief
General Waker Uz Zaman
declared the army takeover.
Soon he announced the
formation of an interim
government to be headed by
Mohammad Yunus, a Nobel
Laureate who was based in
Paris and known as a critic of
Sheikh Hasina.

The majority of the
members of the Yunus
government are those who

had played a key role in the
student protests. The primary
task of the interim
government is to facilitate the
process of electing the new
government. However, Yunus
is engaged in taking major
policy decisions, including the
electoral reforms and foreign
policy reset. Bangladesh
politics over the last five
decades have been
dominated by two main
political parties – Awami
League (AL), led by Sheikh
Hasina, and Bangladesh
National Party (BNP), led by
Khalida Zia. The sudden
political vacuum due to
Hasina’s departure led to the
internal turbulence. Khalida,
who was under house arrest
and long marginalised by the
BNP, has attempted to stage a
comeback. Currently, both
political parties lack coherence
due to internal fissures and
power struggles.

With the political
environment highly fractured,
there is marked erosion of
democratic institutions in
Bangladesh. The judiciary
seemingly is politicised and
ineffective, as is also the election
commission. A large number of
office bearers, civil servants,
media personnel and academics
from the minority community or
those who were seen to be AL
sympathisers were forced to
resign after being humiliated and
thrashed. The ‘Digital Security
Act’ continues to be used by the
new entities to clamp down on
the critics.

A year after Hasina’s exit,
stability remains a distant

dream for Bangladesh
