Increasing number of train accidents
The increasing number of

train accidents is alarming and
is also a symptom of the rot
within. These are needless
deaths, which happen only in
India which is really disgusting.
In order to prevent the
recurrence of such mishaps,
the modernisation of safety
equipment, the maintenance
of track and signals, the re-
training and fitness of the staff,
especially drivers, their
assistants, guards, and those
at the stations  need to be
improved. On the one hand,
safety measures are out of
place and, on the other, safety
awareness is abysmally low
among people. How many of
us know what to do in cases
of emergency? Our Railway
Minister needs efficient,
adequate and trained staff too,
for turning the vision into
reality. As evident due to trains
derailment and accidents, our
country faced lot of loss the
precious lives of passengers,
private & public property as
well as caused fear in the

minds of commuters to refrain
from using rail journeys to
reach their destination.

 It is a fact that railway
traffic has grown
disproportionately to railway
infrastructure, particularly
railroads and routes. There
are serious flaws in the
scheduling of trains on some
routes. So much so that the
Railway system would not be
able to handle the traffic on
certain routes if all trains
were to run as per schedule.
Every year we introduce new
trains without improving the
infrastructure. While a probe
has been ordered, and
compensations announced,
the history of Indian Railways
is not very bright when it
comes to safety.

It has become a routine for
the Railway Ministers and
officials to rush to the scene
of accident, express their
sorrow and opinion for its
cause, announce ex-gratia
payments to the victims'
families and initiate an inquiry,

and there ends the matter. It
is clear that the phenomenal
advance in modern
technology has not led to the
upgradation of safety to the
desired extent.

In addition to use of new
technology for improvement,
great need is to felt to look
after the manpower behind
the rail in terms of providing
better facilities in incentives,
promotions, trainings,
healthcare, accommodation
and proper rests to shift
workers and imparting yoga &
meditation for their well-
beings and also devise
mechanisms to comfort their
families, which play pivotal
role to bring mission of
Railway Minister's dream and
mission comes true.

But safety hardly seems
to improve. Has any action
taken on various inquiries
instituted by railways in the
past after accidents ? No !
Successive governments
have ignored warnings given
by expert committees and

engineers of the Indian
Railways on track safety and
maintenance. Every time a
major train accident occurs,
we get down to postmortem
on the reasons that caused
the accident.  Every time a
serious accident occurs, the
Railway Ministry announces
a probe. While chanting the
development mantra, the
Railways should take care not
to compromise safety. The
Railways should allocate
suff ic ient funds for
passenger safety and learn
from other countries, if
necessary. Let us stop the
blame game and focus on
safety measures so that
these accidents can be
avoided in future. It is only
the common man who has to
pay the price for all this with
his life. It is time for a
systemic overhaul, including
safety measures, on a war
footing. The Indian Railways
needs to launch 'Zero
Accident Miss ion' in a
definite time frame.

Heatwave mode activated

India is facing an early and
very hot summer in 2025. On
April 8, the first heatwave
alert of the year was issued
by the India Meteorological
Department (IMD), based on
rising temperatures across
the country. Heat waves are
among the most dangerous
of natural hazards, the
frequency and intensity of
which will rise due to climate
change. Temperatures are
already going up in many
parts of India. The IMD says
that from April to June 2025,
most areas will have hotter-
than-normal days and nights

The mercury is at its peak
during the summer. Heat is
unbearable even during the
early hours of the day. The
summertime in India can be
brutal even for the most

experienced of us. Besides
making us feel tired and
zapped, it can even be
downright harmful by
increasing the risk of
heatstroke. Summer is
especially warm because
during this time that part of
the earth is directly under the
sun and its rays are focused
on the area, drying up ponds
and lakes and this can lead to
a scarcity of water. Summer
days can be extremely hot and
people usually the elderly
suffer from heat strokes, in the
past this has resulted in some
deaths, during this season
children may also suffer from
summer boils. According to the
World Health Organisation,
more than 1,70,000 people
died due to heat waves from
1998-2019.

In summer, the heart rate
is elevated. When running
with a heart rate monitor,
remember that higher
temperatures also boost our
heart rate even if we run at
our usual pace. Therefore, it
might be a good idea to take
it a bit slower. If the outside
temperature is too high with
unbearable humid, one should
consider doing an abbreviated
exercise routine.

Drink lots of liquids to
replace the fluids you lose

from sweating. Do not wait
until you feel like you need a
drink. Thirst is not a reliable
sign that your body needs
fluids. When you exercise, you
should take small sips of liquid
rather than large drinks.
Water is the best drink to
replace lost fluids. Water with
salt added can be used if you
sweat a lot.

Doctors have always
advised small, frequent meals
during the day and not to skip
breakfast for overall good health
of a person. This becomes all
the more important during
summers as it prevents low
blood pressure and dizziness
during very hot days.

Fruits like watermelon and
grapes nourish and cool our
body and give moisture to our
skin. They also help to counter
the influence of the summer
heat. Mango, another popular
fruit available during this
season, is also very good for
health. It clears the skin, eyes,
reduces cholesterol, and
alkalizes the whole body. But,
it should be consumed in
limited quantity as too much
consumption can raise the
body heat and might cause
stomach problems.

Don't forget to put on
sunglasses when going out.
Even wide-brimmed hats are

effective to protect oneself
from the sun. There are some
who prefer to cover their
heads with scarfs, stoles or
dupattas. This is also a good
option but make sure that the
scarf or stole is of a light
material like cotton. This will
prevent the heat from directly
reaching your head. It will
also protect you from the hot
loo.

The leading food
poisoning causes is
consumption of contaminated
food or water. It spreads by
bacteria, viruses, toxins, and
chemicals which, post
entering the human body,
cause the onset of stomach
pain, nausea, diarrhea or
vomiting.  The primary
reason behind the outbreak
of diseases in summer is the
presence of favorable
weather conditions for
bacteria, virus and other
parasites to breed

Let us follow the basic
heat safety tips in order to
avoid the dangers of heat
exposure. What we need to
do is to stay fit with the little
awareness and few
precautions to enjoy the good
times.

Assembly by-elections on June 19
in Visavadar-Kadi

Ahmedabad, By-elections
have been announced today
(May 25, 2025) for two
assembly seats of Gujarat,
Kadi and Visavadar. Voting for
both these seats will be held
on June 19, 2025 and counting
of votes will be done on June
23. Filling of election forms will
start from May 26. The
Election Commission is making
all preparations to ensure
timely and peaceful voting. It
is worth mentioning that the
Kadi assembly seat has fallen
vacant after the death of BJP
MLA Karshan Solanki in
February.

After that, in phase-3, this
riverfront was extended from
Indira Bridge to GIFT City. After

the completion of 7 phases, the
riverfront will extend from
Ahmedabad to Gandhinagar.
You will be amazed to see the
work of Sabarmati Riverfront
Phase-2. In Phase-2, the
development work has been

started on both sides of the
river from Dafnala to Indira
Bridge. 5.50 km long river (11
km on both sides together), in
which stepped embankment
(i.e. the part where the steps
descend towards the river) will

be designed and green
development will be done by
growing maximum trees.  In
Phase-3, the area from Indira
Bridge to Karai Siphon
Narmada Canal will be
developed under Phase-3.
